Future Schools Conference 
Having the opportunity to come together as a teaching team was an invaluable 
experience for us in Melbourne last week. The chance to deeply reflect on the 
programs and practices we are embedding at EPS and how we can work towards 
enhancing them for our students led to many animated conversations and forward 
planning. We were excited to reflect on our strengths as a school in the areas of 
growth mind set and digital technologies and can confidently say that we are at 
the forefront of this exciting chapter.  
As a school we are further embarking on the journey into STEM learning and this 
will become more visible in classrooms throughout the year. We are fortunate to 
have some very skilled teachers who are already working to support other teachers in this area. Our senior 
students who have developed their understanding from experiences last year will also offer a depth of 
support for others. 
The other affirmation was in the area of student involvement in their learning. Our students are involved in 
setting their own personal learning goals and alongside their teachers are working towards deepening their 
knowledge and understanding of why and how they are learning the content/concepts. Our 3 way learning 
discussion scheduled over the next 2 weeks will give you as parents an insight into your childôs thinking and 
work skills.  
A focus for 2017 as a school is ensuring the learning tasks provided for our students are challenging yet 
accessible and whilst this for some students will bring them out of their comfort zone research has shown 
that developing these skills and optimistic thought processes will have a significantly positive effect on a 
students learning growth. 
Each staff member who attended this conference will have developed their own learning but as a school the 
positive learning culture that is evident is both exciting and challenging. It was affirming to have 23 teachers 
all on board, hearing the same messages and collaboratively planning next steps together.
