Our student free day this Friday is upskilling classroom 
teachers on Seven Steps, which is a sequential programme 
to improve the writing skills of students. Our SIP (School 
Improvement Plan) has a major focus on literacy 
engagement and improvement, and we expect all students 
to gain from the expertise new learning offers. Iôm sure you 
will hear more as your child learns the 7 key techniques to 
make writing fun and achievable. 
 
Has your child spoken to you about their challenge lesson? 
This year we have a school focus on being challenged, 
working hard and being proud of doing our best. Each class has a challenge lesson every day where they are taken 
out of their comfort zone and taught resilience and persistence. Until we experience the uncomfortable feeling of doing 
something challenging we donôt welcome new learning. At our whole school assemblies teachers will nominate a 
student from their class to receive a ñChallenge Awardò.       
 

At the AGM of our Governing Council meeting on Monday, 24th February we will present the 
school ñAnti-Bullyingò policy, and a student brochure which will be updated by our SRC team 
and distributed during Harmony week in March.  
All classes teach Keeping Safe programmes, and you may have heard through the media a 
student from Westbourne Park Primary was followed along Goodwood Road, Millswood earlier 
this week. While not wanting to alarm students, we educate them to cope with unfamiliar 
situations in a safe way, and to have the confidence to tell a trusted adult if they feel 
uncomfortable or unsafe.

(left to right) are our 2020 leaders. Today we selected our Sports Captains ready for 
Sports day on April 3rd, and we will present badges to our senior leaders and 
captains at Assembly next Friday.

SCHOOL FEES 2020 

The Material & Services fee approved for 2020, is $370-00 per student for the year ï no change from last year. The 
invoice for school fees have been sent home via the students.  

Payment is due before the end of Term 1.  Payment options:- 

Qkr by Masterpass ï download the app.  The MOST EFFICIENT way to pay all fees.  
Cashier ï cash, cheque or EFTPOS - open each morning 8:30am until 9am.  
EPS Website http://www.edwardps.sa.edu.au ï choose the PAYMENT tab on the right hand side.  
Click the LARGE, white ñSchoolò payment button to pay by debit or credit card.  
 
SET-AND-FORGET PAYMENT PLANS are a great way to stay on top of all the beginning of the school year 
fees, including camp payments, instrument hire, choir fees.  Please speak with me in the Finance Office or on 
8293 2753, to organize a Payment Plan.  It takes less than 3 minutes to set upé and then you can forget it.  The 
Payment Plan can extend over a long period of time to alleviate any financial stress (a much longer payment term than 
paying in full by the end of Term 1).   
 
The Event Levy no longer exists, as endorsed by 
Governing Council. Students now pay per excursion or 
event, with a no pay no go approach. 
 
School Card (Government subsidy for School fees) 
The eligibility criterion has expanded to the Gross Annual Income Limit of $60,264 for one child.  Do you think you may 
qualify?  Do you hold a Health Care Card or a Pensioner Concession Card?  If yes, then you most likely will qualify for 
the subsidy.  If you believe you qualify for the School Card Government subsidy, please apply ONLINE at

Or, you can come in to the Front Office and our staff will assist you to apply online on one of our computers.  Forms are 

also available from the Front Office.  Bring in your Health Care Card or Pensioner Concession Card.  

 
Remember:  If you were deemed eligible last year for School Card, you must complete an application EACH YEAR.
